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7. Research Trends of Governance in Korea: A Critique
on the Conceptualization of Governance

Sung-Wook Choi

This study is the critical review of the conceptualization of Gov-
ernance. First, | highlight several different developments, which
has driven the growing interest in governance, and divergent ap-
proaches in governance research and theory.

Second, I analyze the research trend of governance in the
Korean academic circles for Public Administration. Empirical find-
ings are as follow: The interest in governance has increased
steadily since 2000, and the conceptual application of governance

is tried in diverse fields. Korean literature typically has the ‘new
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governance perspective, which focuses on the policy network, but
is confusing in its conceptualization of governance.

Third, based on the results of trend analysis, I present some of
the key issues in the governance debate. These issues show the
need for researchers elaborately to develop conceptual frameworks
and theories which will help structure our ways of thinking about

governance.
